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Autumn Term 2011

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Literacy 
	Our work this term will look at the units ‘Stories with Familiar Settings’, ‘Instructions’ and ‘Poetry’. 

Our focus will be upon sentence structure, looking at capital letters and full stops, and the use of connectives.
* We will be holding a parents’ information afternoon next Tuesday to provide information on how you can support your child further with this.
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	In Numeracy we will be working on counting, partitioning and calculating, securing number facts, understanding shape, handling data and measures. 

Our focus will be to read, write and order numbers up to 100 and understand what each digit represents (hundreds, tens and units).
* We will be holding a parents’ information afternoon next Tuesday to provide information on how you can support your child further with this.
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	Our topic work will include:
Science – Materials: investigating the properties of wood, plastic, metal, paper and textiles. Finding out how materials change when they are heated or cooled.

History – Learning about seaside holidays of the past using a range of resources, and comparing seaside holidays.

Geography – Our theme is ‘Going to the Seaside’ which looks at features and landmarks of the seaside and other holiday destinations. 

Art – ‘Mother Nature’ with particular reference to Andy Goldsworthy’s work.
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	Our SEAL themes of New Beginnings and Getting On, Falling Out will be introduced in whole school assemblies and follow up work will be carried into the classroom.

As we get closer to the ‘Festive’ time of year, the children will be looking at the Christmas Story.

	Music
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	The children will have a weekly singing session as well as a curriculum lesson.  

This term’s music topic will be ‘The Long and the Short of It’ which focuses on exploring the duration of notes.
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	Our PE this term will cover dance and ball games. PE days for both 2EF and 2HM will be Tuesday indoors and Friday outdoors. 

PE kit should include shorts and a t-shirt for indoor PE, and warm clothing and trainers for outdoor games. 
* Children need to remove all jewellery for PE lessons.

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	Homework will be sent home on a Friday and should be returned to school by the following Wednesday. Spellings will be given out on a Monday and tested the following Monday. Please send in your child’s Reading Book every day (even if it is not finished) as we are very fortunate to have volunteers who come into school on a regular basis to hear individual readers.
