We hope you all had a fantastic Christmas holiday. The children have all come back to school well-rested and very eager to learn and the term promises to be exciting and full of challenges! Below are details of the Year 2 target focuses for the coming weeks.
Please see the note attached about our parent information meeting

next Tuesday where we will be demonstrating and discussing the new literacy and Numeracy targets for this term.
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Literacy 
	Our work this term will look at the units ‘Stories by the same author’, ‘Non chronological reports’ and ‘Poetry’. 

Our new writing target is: to be able to use a range of interesting words. 
Our new reading target is: to be able to talk about the plot and characters in a story and answer questions about the text.
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	We will be building on existing skills and developing counting, partitioning and calculating, securing number facts, understanding shape, handling data and measures. 

Our new numeracy target is: to be able to subtract numbers using a number line.
e.g. 32 – 19=
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	Our topic work will include

Science: Electricity- looking at appliances, electrical safety and how to make a simple circuit.

History: The Great Fire of London- where and when the Great Fire began, how we know about the events and what we have learnt as a result of the fire.

ICT – We will be learning how to create a simple anninmtion related to our work on The Great Fire of London. 

Art – Can buildings speak? - exploring shape and pattern in buildings.
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	Our SEAL themes of Going for Goals will be introduced in whole school assemblies and follow up work will be carried into the classroom.

Our RE units of work will involve looking at who celebrates what and why and visiting a place of worship.

	Music
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	The children will have a weekly singing session as well as a curriculum lesson.  

This term will focus on timbre (quality of sound), tempo (pace/beat) and dynamics (volume) through the theme ‘Rain Rain Go Away’.
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	Our PE this term will cover gymnastics, dance and multi-sport games. PE days will be Tuesday indoor and Friday outdoor. 

Please can we remind you that PE kit should include shorts and t-shirt for indoor PE and warm clothing for outdoor games and trainers. Children need to remove all jewellery for P.E lessons.

	Homework
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	This will be given on a Friday and should be returned to school by the following Wednesday. Spellings will be given out on Thursday and tested the following Thursday.




Thank you to our wonderful team of Parent Helpers who supported the children (and staff!) so enthusiastically last term. We are looking forward to seeing any of you who are able to come in to hear readers, sew, play number games or turn your hand to any other Year 2 activities!

As we go through the year we are encouraging independent behaviour from the children so could we please ask that where possible children are left at the door to come into class on their own.
