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Dear Parent/Carer,

Welcome back to an exciting start to Year 6! We all hope this promises to be a rewarding year, full of hard work, good times and great achievements! We have outlined the main areas of work that we shall be covering during the term so that you can support and work with your child.
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	We shall be covering Poetry, Arguments, Short Story Writing and Autobiographies and Biographies.  The main focus of these units will be Sentence Structure and Punctuation, and specific targets will help to develop this area.  Your child will read in school as part of a daily routine and Guided/Shared reading activity, and we would like to encourage you to read at home with them on a regular basis, which will help enormously in preparation for their SATs.  In Year 6 we have daily spellings which should be practised at home and it is important that your child can use these correctly in a sentence.
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	Following the Primary Strategy, the children will cover the 5 units of work during the term.  These are:

· Counting, Partitioning and Calculating
· Securing Number Facts and Understanding Shape

· Handling Data and Measures

· Calculating, Measuring and Understanding Shape

· Securing Number Facts, Relationships and Calculating

The main focus of these units will be Place Value, Ordering and Rounding numbers (including decimals) and your child will have specific targets to help them develop in this area.  
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	Our topic work will include

· Coastal Environment (Geography focus)

· Victorian Britain (History focus)

· Micro-Organisms (Science focus)

· Reversible and Irreversible Changes (Science focus)
Our Art and Design skills will also be linked to our topic work.
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	Our SEAL themes of ‘New Beginnings’ and ‘Getting On Falling Out’ will be introduced in whole school assemblies with follow up work in the classroom. We will be working with the church as part of ‘Nicholls Cup’ project later in the term. We will also be discussing some of the moral issues linked to several different religions.
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Music

	The children will have a weekly singing session as well as a curriculum lesson.  This will be taught by Mrs Rodi.

This term will focus on how to sing, create and play a round as well as preparation for the Carol Service at the end of term.
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	Dance, Gymnastics and Invasion Games will be taught in weekly sessions. Please make sure that your child has the correct kit in school at all times. This should include shorts and t-shirt for indoor PE (FRIDAYS) and warm clothing and trainers for outdoor games (THURSDAYS). Children need to remove all jewellery for P.E lessons.  We will expect ALL children to take part in P.E unless we receive a letter from your doctor.
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	Homework tasks will be given each Friday and need to be returned on Tuesdays.  After Christmas, in preparation for SATs, the amount of homework will increase.  Your support will be greatly appreciated.
