	We will be covering Journalistic Writing, a range of Fiction Genres and Poetry as well as Reading and Writing Narratives, Plays and Non-Fiction.  The main focus of these units will continue to be Sentence Structure and the use of Connectives. Specific targets will help to develop these areas.  Your child will read in school as part of a daily routine and each week we will cover comprehension based activities to develop their understanding of what they have read. When you listen to your child read at home it is important that you use the questions about the texts that are found in the new style reading records. Daily spellings will continue and should be practised at home. It is important that your child can use them correctly in their written work.
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	Following the Primary Strategy, the children will continue to cover the 5 units of work during the term.  These are:
· Counting, Partitioning and Calculating
· Securing Number Facts and Understanding Shape
· Handling Data and Measures
· Calculating, Measuring and Understanding Shape
· Securing Number Facts, Relationships and Calculating
The main focus of these units will be word problems and applying mathematical knowledge, (A key area for the SATs), and your child will have specific targets to help them develop the skills they need.  
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	Our topic work will mainly have a Science Focus and will include research and experiments linked to the following themes:
· How We See Things
· Dissolving
· Changing Circuits
Our Art will be linked to our topic work, as well as a Design project based on a Fairground Ride!

	R.E and PSHE 
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	Our SEAL themes of Going for Goals and Good to be Me will continue to be explored in PSHE sessions. Our R.E will be based around Revelation Stories found in different religions. We will also be looking at the Easter Story and why it is the main event in the Christian calendar.

	Music
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	The children will have a weekly singing session as well as a curriculum lesson based around Song-Writing.  This will focus on how to create lyrics and the children will have the opportunity to perform songs that they have written.

	Dance, Gymnastics, Hockey, Volleyball and Short Tennis will be taught in weekly sessions. Please make sure that your child has the correct kit in school at all times. This should include shorts and t-shirt for indoor PE (FRIDAYS) and warm clothing and trainers for outdoor games (THURSDAYS). Children need to remove all jewellery for P.E lessons.  
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	Homework tasks will be given each Friday and will involve revision activities in preparation for SATs as well as projects linked to other areas of the curriculum. You will notice that there will be a greater amount of homework each week and for this reason the children will have until the Thursday to complete it. There is a free homework club after school on Wednesday which your child can use if they choose.
