One of the ways we feel you can help is in the collection of your child.  Children will leave the school building by the Year 3 doors and parents/carers are asked to collect them from outside this area.  Obviously if you need to speak to the class teacher or any school staff concerning any issues please still feel free to do so as a member of staff will always be on duty at the beginning and end of school.

[image: ]At Market Harborough C of E School we have high standards of behaviour.  We would like to thank you for your help in supporting us in this area.  We believe working closely with you is essential to maintaining these high standards and expectations.
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In Year 3 we have a weekly spelling and maths test.  The new spellings and tables will be given out on a Monday morning and the test will take place later in the week.  We ask for your help at home by supporting your child in helping them to practise these.  We would also ask if you could listen to your child read at least once during the week and record this in their blue reading record books.  If children record 5 adult signatures a week in their reading records they receive 5 merits. 

   PE kit should be brought in at the beginning of the week. This should consist of plain t-shirt and shorts with warmer outdoor kit as appropriate.  Trainers must be worn outdoors.  PE is on Tuesday and Thursday, weather permitting.  Year 3 will be swimming this term starting on Thursday 8th September. Please don’t forget to remove any earrings on PE and swimming days before coming to school.
