Our Literacy work this term will involve the children learning about Novels and Stories by Significant Children’s Authors, instructional writing and writing recounts. Additionally we will be spending time concentrating on some Film Narrative. Throughout this work children will be working towards individual targets. Your child will read as part of a daily routine in school and in regular Guided Reading/Shared Reading activities; we would encourage you to read with them as often as possible at home too.








Following the Primary Strategy, the children will cover the 5 units of work during this term. These are:


Counting, Partitioning and Calculating


Securing Number Facts and Understanding Shape


Handling Data and Measures


Calculating, Measuring and Understanding Shape


Securing Number Facts, Relationships and Calculating








Our topic work will include


Britain since 1948 (History focus)


Mountains (Geography focus)


Gases around us (Science focus)


Changing States of Matter (Science focus)





Our Art and Design skills will also be linked to our topic work.








Some of our SEAL themes include ‘New Beginnings’ and ‘Getting on Falling Out’ and will be introduced in whole school assemblies, with follow up work in the classroom.





Our initial RE focus will be the ‘Early Church’ and ‘Where did the bible come from’ then as we get closer to the ‘Festive’ time of year, the children will be looking at the Christmas Story. 





The children will have a weekly singing session as well as a curriculum lesson. This term will focus on how to sing, create and play a round as well as preparation for the Carol Service at the end of term.





Year 5 are also lucky to have access to ‘Wider Opportunities’ sessions, which means that every child will learn to play either a brass or woodwind instrument, with the possibility of being selected for peripatetic music tuition. 





Gymnastics and Invasion Games will be taught in weekly sessions. Please make sure that your child has the correct kit in school at all times. This should include shorts and t-shirt for indoor PE and warm clothing for outdoor games and trainers. Children need to remove all jewellery for PE lessons.
