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Dear Parents, Carers and Children,
Welcome back. We hope you had a lovely Easter holiday!

We would like to tell you about the work we will be covering this term and give you some dates for your diary.  For your information we have provided you with a planning overview. We hope that this will help you to support your child’s learning or help them find resources for the topics we are covering this term. 
[image: image2.wmf]Literacy: Children will continue to develop their phonic skills to enable them to become more independent readers and writers. They will focus on different styles of writing including instructions and fantasy world stories – with the main focus being on writing interesting sentences and linking ideas. Wherever possible this will be linked to our topic work.

[image: image3.wmf]Numeracy: Children will continue to build on their knowledge of the number system. As well as encouraging them to know number facts for all numbers to 20 and beyond, we will introduce the idea of multiplication and the language involved. We will investigate 2D and 3D shapes, and collect and sort data. Children will be involved in lots of practical work to help them apply their skills.
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Knowledge and Understanding of the World: Children will be visiting the church as part of R.E. In Science we shall learn about how plants grow, plants and animals and investigate different habitats. Geography will see us finding out about Brazil and the similarities and differences between life there and in Britain.

[image: image5.wmf]RE & PHSE: ‘Relationships’ will be our first theme – the children will find out about feelings and relationships with family and friends. Children will discover some of the stories Jesus told and we shall visit the church. Later in the term children will think about ‘Changes’ as they prepare to move on to Year 2.

[image: image6.wmf]ICT: Children will carry on developing their keyboard skills. They will input data to create graphs and pictograms; and change the style, size and colour of font. They will also have access to audio equipment and cameras.

  Physical Education: This term we will be following the BIG MOVES Programme in PE. As part of this we will be taking the children onto the field to do obstacle type courses and team building games. Please could all children have old trousers, tee-shirts / jumpers and footwear in school at all times, as well as normal PE kit.
We will also introduce striking and fielding team games and relay races in preparation for sports day.
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    Art, Design & Music: Children will continue to develop fine motor skills through cutting, drawing and painting. They will explore different   techniques using a variety of media.  They will design and make a puppet. In music the children will continue to experiment with a variety of instruments and sounds.
