Summer Term 2011


We hope you all had an enjoyable Easter break. Last term really flew by and it seems amazing that the children are now starting their last term in Year 2! Please find below details of our target focuses for the coming weeks.
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Literacy 
	Our work this term will look at Traditional Stories, Non chronological reports and Poetry. 

Our step target focus will be to begin to write in sections and introduce the use of paragraphs. We will mainly concentrate on this in creative stories where it will be easier for the children to form paragraphs for the beginning, middle and end of their writing.
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	This term we will be continuing to build on existing skills of counting, partitioning and calculating, securing number facts as well as understanding shape, handling data and measures. 

Our step target focus will be to look at written methods of multiplication using a number line to multiply by 2, 5 or 10. 

5 x 3 = 15. We will be looking at the Grid Method for solving the multiplication of 2 and 3 digit numbers.
The children will also be working on finding an unknown in a number sentence

e.g. 2 x ? = 20    ? x 5 = 45            20 ÷ ? = 2      ? ÷ 5 = 10

3 + ?= 15 - 5

 

	Knowledge and Understanding of the World
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	Our topic work will include

Science – Health and Growth – The children will be learning about growth in humans and exploring ways in which to look after ourselves to stay healthy.
Science – Forces and Movement - The work in this topic extends children's understanding of how pushes and pulls affect the movement, speed and shape of objects.
Geography- Contrasting Locality- We will be looking at Mexico, the features of this country, the food they eat and their artwork.
DT – Vehicles The children will be learning about wheels and axles and how to use them when making wheeled vehicles. They will also explore how to make winding mechanisms using construction kits and make their own moving toy.

Art – The children will be carrying out a study of a famous artist as well as continuing to work on improving basic pencil skills.
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	Our SEAL themes of Relationships & Changes will be introduced in whole school assemblies and follow up work will be carried into the classroom.

Our RE units of work will involve looking at the Stories Jesus told. 

	Music
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	The children will have a weekly singing session as well as a curriculum lesson.  

This term will focus on exploring pitch (high/low notes) and sounds within the themes of ‘Taking Off’ & ‘Sounds Interesting’.
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	Our PE this term will cover dance and multi-sport games. PE days for 2HM and 2EF will be Tuesday indoor and Friday outdoor. 
PE kit should include shorts and t-shirt for indoor PE and trainers for outdoor games. Children need to remove all jewellery for P.E lessons.

	Homework
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	This will be given on a Friday and should be returned to school by the following Thursday. After half term, spellings will also be given out on a Monday and tested the following Monday.
