Our Literacy work this term will include a variety of writing styles, both fiction and non-fiction and where possible will be tied to any topic work we do. Before half term we will also be carrying out a reading and writing assessment, however these will be administered in a fairly low key manner to ensure the children perform to the best of their ability and they will be spread out over the course of two weeks.


The children have all made great progress this year and we are sure they will do very well.








Before the end of the year, the children will have completed the final units of work from within the 5 areas of the numeracy curriculum.


It has been very beneficial to split the children into two maths groups during the course of the week and we have seen all of the children grow in confidence. Again, the children will be assessed before half term and we are currently preparing the children for this.





In the Spring Term the children produced some excellent work to do with a Village in India, as well as investigating mountain environments ending with an opportunity to create a 3D mountain and fact-file. This was great fun and the children were able to work brilliantly in groups to complete the task.

As we approach the end of the year, in our SEAL sessions we will be focussing on making a smooth transition into Year 6. We understand that this can be an anxious time for the children and will be doing a lot of circle time to provide opportunities for the children to share any worries and excitement they may have.


On the 23rd May we will be part of a ‘Held Together’ pilgrimage and will be receiving a small sculpture which we will have in school for a short period of time. Whilst it is in school, we will be using it as a stimulus for our RE work.





The music for this term is all about the Year 5/6 production, which we can guarantee is going to be a real show stopper! Preparations are beginning soon and the children will have plenty of song words to learn over half term! Watch this space!!


Some of the children are also lucky enough to have been selected to continue with the ‘Wider Opportunities’ sessions, developing their skills on either the clarinet, saxophone, French horn or trumpet.
