Our Literacy work this term will be closely linked to the topics, and will involve the children writing explanation texts for ‘Earth, Sun and Moon’, as well as writing up formal experiments. For our topic called ‘A Village in India’ we will be looking at stories from other cultures, and as part of our ‘Mountains’ topic we will explore narrative poetry. Again children will be working towards their individual targets which will be shared with them in the next couple of weeks and stuck into their books. To further support their reading, we also now have a ‘Rocking Readers’ Station with a variety of activities for the children to complete during the week. 








Following the Primary Strategy, the children will cover the 5 units of numeracy work during this term. These are:

Handling Data and Measures


Calculating, Measuring and Understanding Shape


Securing Number Facts, Relationships and Calculating








Our topic work will include:


Earth, Sun and Moon ( Science focus) 


A Village in India (Geography focus)


Mountain Environment (Geography focus)


Gases around us (Science focus)


 Changing State (Science focus)





Our Art, Design and ICT skills will also be linked to our topic work.








Some of our SEAL themes include “Good to be me” and “Getting on and falling out” which will be introduced in whole school assemblies with follow up work will being carried out in the classroom.





As part of RE, we will be looking at other faiths with Hinduism as our focus. Then as we get closer to the end of term, the children will be looking at the Easter Story. 





The children will have a weekly singing session as well as regular curriculum music. When appropriate the music activities will link with the children’s topic work.





The children who did not take part in the ‘Wider Opportunities’ recorder sessions last term will be having their lessons this term.  





Gymnastics, Invasion Games and Net and Wall Games will be taught during the course of this term. Please make sure that your child has the correct kit in school at all times.
